Edmond Thommen describes himself first, and foremost, as a Photographic Artist.
For him the magic starts with the camera and his photographs.

His artistic expression is a testament to years of careful observation in photography,
composition, lighting and design. His skill-set allows him to work with light and shades, play
with compositions and absorb these into his new creations.

The female figure forms the basis of his artworks. They may soften or highlight the body’s
outline by blending it into several layers of images he superimposes on the figure. Sometimes
the figure seems to disappear behind a barrage of organic materials or man-made structures -
until the viewer’'s eyes start to actively search for the lines that in his or her mind “must be
there” behind the image.

Born into an artistic Swiss-German family in 1972, Micheéle Heibel spent most of her childhood
years in Switzerland's Bernese countryside. In 1983, after extensive travels, her family made
the decision to settle permanently in Australia.

Throughout her schooling, Michéle's interest in art never wavered and in 1991 she attained her
Diploma of Graphic Design at North Sydney's Billy Blue School of Graphic Arts. Upon
graduating she found her first full-time position in Sydney's CBD as a designer in Kerry Packer's
publishing empire and went on to work in the industry as a Designer and Art Director for the
following eighteen years.

In 2009 Michéle’s need to return to her artistic roots and the rural lifestyle she had known as a

child became overwhelming. Within the space of a year she left her job, became a mother,
relocated to the Hunter Valley Wine Country and began creating her unique artworks by hand.
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These delicate artworks are created using only a needle and possess a whimsical quality that
will often belie a serious message within.
