The Swiss representation in Colombo will forward the original documents to the competent civil status 
authority in Switzerland. Documents must not be older than six months (if they are older than six months 
please check with the Ministry of Foreign Affairs if they can still be certified/legalized).  
The documents will not be returned. Photocopies are not accepted. Additional documents may be 
required if necessary. 
 
 

Translation  
 
Documents that are not in a Swiss national language must be translated into English. 
 

Legalisation  
 
All foreign civil status documents and the respective English translations must be legalised by the 
Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Sri Lanka before being submitted to the Swiss representation:

The civil registry office responsible for 
the child's place of origin will provide information on the status of the registration and will forward the 
confirmation to the Swiss representation in Colombo.
